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debate. In fact, in these three decades the journal has been a significant national and 

international crossroads of knowledge and methods, which through theoretical elaboration 

have enriched the philosophical and cultural landscape of our time: from the philosophy of 

existence to sociology and pedagogy, from the philosophy of language to psychology, up to 

issues related to current events. The journal publishes original articles and book reviews.  

Segni e Comprensione is published twice a year. Besides ordinary issues according to a Call, 

special issues devoted to a special topic may be published. All articles go through double-

blind review processes. 
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
